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Take a step - walk or ride part way

Take a step—walk or ride part way on Wednesday 25 March 2009. Brunswick South-West is taking part in a special
pilot program that aims to get more students walking and riding part of the way to school.
'Part Way is OK' encourages more school students to walk or ride to school.
They'll find that:
* the distance between home and school is not too far to ride or walk
* they can take a different route so that the journey between home and school is not filled with traffic
* For schools there'll be less traffic congestion at “drop off” time making it healthier and safer for all.

Our students will be joining other students at select primary schools in Knox and Geelong in walking, riding, skatin,
and scooting part of the way to school.

Each school participating in the pilot will have suitable meeting point/s where parents can drop students instead of
driving them to the school gate. These are all within walking distance of the school and have adequate short-term
parking. Parents can then walk or ride (skate or scooter) with students to school from the meeting point, or students
that are old enough can continue the trip to school independently or with friends.

Part Way is OK is being trialled by Ride2School at Bicycle Victoria in collaboration with RACV and the participatin
Councils and schools, to give students a chance to be active for at least part of the way to and from school. This pilc
can give all of us at Brunswick South West a sense that it's possible to get at least a bit of active travel into the schoc
day and all the benefits that brings.

« Saves money through reduced fuel consumption

* Develops a model that can be taken up by other schools

The following is the timeline for the process
of gaining a place in year 7 for 2010:

April 28 Primary schools distribute parents
letter, secondary school, information and
Application for Enrolment, Year 7, 2010 form
to parents of Year 6 children.

May 180 Parents return Application for
Enrolment, Year 7, 2010 form to primary
schools by this date.

August 100 Primary schools notify parents
of the results of the placement applications.

Parents choosing a non-neighbourhood
school are required to express a preference
for four schools, in particular when the non-
neighbourhood school has an approved
enrolment ceiling. If a second, third or fourth

preference is NOT provided and the request
for a placement in a school is not
successful, the student will be
AUTOMATICALLY placed into their
neighbourhood school.

As we receive information about tours, open
days and evenings offered by the
surrounding state government secondary
schools, we will advertise this information in
this newsletter. However, it is a very good
idea for families of Year 5 as well as Year 6
students to contact the local schools and
arrange to visit them. It is also important to
learn how to complete a curriculum grounds
application from the school/s you are
interested in.

If you wish your child to sit for accelerated
learning programs or higher achiever tests
at particular secondary schools, you must
arrange this yourself.
